COVID ð 19: SHIRE OF WAGIN UPDATE  03 December 2020  
The State Government has announced that mandatory contact registers at relevant businesses and venues will be 

introduced from 5 December 2020.   

To keep all Western Australians safe, particular businesses and venues must  maintain a contact register of patrons, 

staff, visitors and contractors for COVID -19 contact t racing, if required. Particular businesses are:  

¶ food and licensed venues (restaurants, cafés, bars, pubs, taverns, nightclubs)  

¶ gyms, indoor sporting centres and pools  

¶ places of worship, and funeral parlours  

¶ beauty and personal care services including hairdressers and barbers  

¶ galleries and museums  

¶ cinemas, theatres and other entertainment venues  

¶ auction houses and real estate inspections  

¶ community facilities, libraries and halls  

¶ zoos and amusement parks  

¶ function centres  

¶ accommodation facilitie s that already have check -in arrangements in place (for example,  hostels, hotels, 

large camp grounds).  

To assist, the State Government has released a free, safe and secure app called SafeWA. Endorsed by the 

Department of Health, the app provides businesses and venues a unique QR code for patrons to scan to register 

their attendance . 
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Council will have the relevant contact tracing registers in place at the Wagin Library, Community Gymnasium, 

Swimming Pool, Recreation Centre, Eric Farrow Pavilion, To wn Hall, Caravan Park and Medical Centre meeting 

room.  

Contact tracing information is not required to be collected for children under 16 years.  

Current restrictions and Covid -19 applicable to Council facilities:  

Wagin Library and Gallery  ð Continues normal opening hours with a maximum of 5 patrons at any one time  

Eric Farrow Pavilion -  Available for hire and use as per normal with a maximum limit of 50 persons if hiring 

or using the small function room.  

Wagin Town Hall -  Available for hire and use as per normal ð max numbers apply.  

Wagin Recreation Centre -   Normal sporting activities can now resume ð max numbers apply.  

Wagin Skate Park  

and Playgrounds  -   Is now open to the community as per normal.  

Wagin Community Gym - Is  open 24/7 wi th a maximum of 5 patrons at any one time.   Please note that 

Council is undertaking additional cleaning measures, however we ask all users to 

wipe down equipment before and after use.

Feral Pig Trapping 

We had a successful workshop helping 

landholders with strategies for      trapping 

feral pigs. We had a great group of 

neighbours together who run a stretch of 

the Arthur River who learned how to erect 

the pig trap that we will have available for 

the         community to use. Trapping pigs 

is not as simple as setting up a trap and 

waiting, so Dr Peter Adams and Jim Miller 

of DPIRD, who specialise in feral pig 

management, were on hand to  explain 

best methods, timing and how crafty pigs 

can be! With a wealth of available food still 

around for pigs, ideal trapping conditions 

are not until well into summer, so we don't 

foresee that the pigs will be trapped until 

after harvest when they have less options, 

but we are hoping the use of this trap 

shared among neighbours, and the  design 

now known to locals, may see a increase in 

pigs being managed.
