With the passing of Terry Moran recently, I feel obligated to tell people who are unaware of the 

contribution the Moran family and the Moranõs Hotel made to the town of Wagin and the Wagin 

community. Jim Moran senior came to Wagin from the goldfields I bel ieve, somewhere around 1920, 

taking out the license of the Wagin Hotel.  

Moranõs soon became a hive of activity, ideally situated near the railway station and at the foot of 

the overhead bridge, where passengers had to alight after leaving the passenger tr ains from Perth, 

Albany, Lake Grace, Dumbleyung and Collie line areas, there very few cars at this time.  

 

The Moranõs had a large family of ten children, boys Jim, Peter, Bill, Jack and Terry, the girls Pat, 

Joan, Betty, Nany and Kaye. The famil ies were ver y devout Catholics and very community -minded , 

most of the family were very keen on sporting activities; tennis, football, golf. Jack , in particular,  was 

good at tennis and golf, Nancy was the ladies Club champion of Wagin Golf Club in 1953, and also 

loved t ennis. Nancyõs sister Joan emulated her sister by winning the Ladies Golf Championship the 

very next year. A bit of trivia concerning Terry, a very keen golfer, but a real battler. After playing 

golf for about 20 years without success, Terry finally won a Saturday competition, receiving his award 

a beautiful crystal bowl. Terry thanked all for the day and commented how proud he was to finally 

have a win ! 

 

After a couple of beers, Terry headed for home, going out to his car he placed the bowl on top of 

the c ab while getting his keys out, hopped in the car and headed for home. Unfortunately , the 

track out of the golf course was over a cattle pit and off went the crystal bowl! Terry was 

devastated, however , the club captain Neville Curley did the right thing and replaced Terryõs 

trophy.  

After Jim Moran senior retired, the boys Peter, Bill and Terry all held the license, Peter , in particular,  

was very popular with the younger fraternity, according to my son Daran, Peter always had a story 

to tell and every second bee r was on the house.

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FREE MAMMOGRAMS FOR WAGIN WOMEN 
If you are a woman aged 40 or over you can access the  FREE screening mammography service 

in Wagin. BreastScreen WAõs mobile service will be located at Rear of Wagin General Practice, 

Tavistock Street from 27/08/2018 to 6/09/2018.  

 

Breast cancer is the most common  life-threatening  cancer for women and one in e ight women 

in Australia will develop breast cancer in their lifetime.  

 

Having a screening mammogram (breast x -ray) every tw o years significantly increases the 

chance of a woman surviving breast cancer and redu ces the amount of treatment required. 

More than 75% of breast cancers occur in wom en over the age of 50. Research shows that 

screening is most effective for this age group.  

 

BreastScreen WAõs Medical Director Dr Elizabeth Wylie, said screening mammography was the 

most effective method for early detection of breast cancer.  

 

òScreening every two years is vitally important to increase the chance of a breast cancer being 

detected when it is too small to feel or be noticed.  Finding a cancer  at this early stage o ften 

means that the breast cancer is small and more treatableó. 

 

òA free screening mammogram is one of the best things that women can do to look after their 

health. Breast screening saves lives and only takes 20 minutes,ó said Dr Wylie. 

Screening mammogram s may detect 70 -90% of breast cancers.  

 

Any woman with a persistent change in a breast sho uld see her doctor immediately. The mobile 

service will then be moving to Darkan and Williams.  

 

BreastScreen WA encourages women to make an i nformed decision about ha ving a 

mammogram.
