16 HOUR POWER OUTAGE

Wagin was cast into darkness shortly before 8pm on Saturday 14 th February following an
unplanned Western Power electricity outage.

The outage lasted approximately 16 hours and affected customers across the wider Shire
of Wagin , including the airstrip and as far as Darkan .

Power was restored around midday on Sunday after Western Power investigated the fault
and completed repairs, including work on a damaged pole within the Wagin Substation.

POOL INSPECTIONS

The Shire has been working alongside Royal Life
Saving WA (RLS) to ensure our community stays
safe poolside, and the results are officially in.

When we started this initiative, 75 local properties
were overdue for their essential home pool and spa
barrier inspections. Today, we are pleased to share
that we have reached a 92% compliance rate.

60 properties are now fully compliant and
safety-ready.

10 homeowners had removed unused pools or
spas.

5 properties are currently receiving extra
support from RLS to meet safety standards very
soon.

Thank you to all the homeowners who worked with
the RLS team to keep our backyard swimming
pools and spas secure. Your cooperation directly
helps prevent accidents and keeps our youngest
residents safe.

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WATER TANKS

The Shire of Wagin recently received a grant
from the Department of Water and
Environmental Regulation to help purchase two
water tanks.

A 367,831L tank has been set up at the Wagin
Sportsground at a cost of $42,000. It will fill the
big water tanker and small units. This tank
could also be used in a drought or to augment
watering of facilities for Wagin Woolorama.

A 110,000L tank has been set up at Harris
Road, Wedgecarrup, at a cost of $20,000,
again to be used to fill the big tanker or smaller
units.

The provision of these tanks will greatly help in
future fire fighting efforts.

For December and January that number was a total of 38 Jobs or 1 job every 1.55 days.
When you consider on average each job takes 3 hours, that's taking into account the call

is received and the volunteer responds ; arrives on scene ; processes the patient ; transport
to hospital then return to base to restock the vans and complete paperwork ; that equates
to 114 man hours alone of dedication to our community.

These hours are given selflessly at any time of the day, rain or sunshine to ensure that the
community is provided with the emergency medical assistance needed. Each volunteer

on average will spend 40 hours a year training to ensure they are ready to serve to the best
of their abilities.

Next time you encounter a volunteer from St John, remember the sacrifices they have
made to serve the community are for the community.
