WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW

Why is My Bushfire Plan being replaced?

« A new emergency planning tool is now
available via Emergency WA that will
help you plan for various types of
emergencies, not just bushfires.

e This new tool will do everything My
Bushfire Plan did — and more.

What does the new Emergency WA app
offer?

The Emergency WA app launched in
December 2024 to provide one platform for all
emergency and preparedness information.
With the launch of the new emergency plan
feature, you can now:

« Create an emergency plan that assists
your decision making for bushfires,
cyclones, floods and storms.

« Save up to 10 watch zones to receive
immediate notification for alerts and
warnings.

« Activate your plan in an emergency and
follow step-by-step actions.

« Link your plan to a watch zone to have it
activate automatically (optional).

« Get push notifications customised by
hazard, severity, and location.

« Use a map with a “locate me” feature.

When is My Bushfire Plan going away?

« The My Bushfire Plan website can be
accessed until the end of March 2026.

« The My Bushfire Plan app is being
phased out from mobile app stores but
can still be accessed until March 2026, if
you already have it installed. After this
