 DEDICATED BUSHFIRE VOLUNTEERS SUPPORTED WITH $70K IN GRANTS 
WA Government  

The Cook Government is supporting hundreds of bushfire volunteers with $70,000 in grants 

provided by Western Power.  

The 2025 Western Power Bushfire Volunteers Grants recipients includes Ballaying Volunteer 

Bush Fire Brigade  in the Shire of Wagin.  

Volunteers from 43 brigades protecting regions from the Mid West to Ravensthorpe and 

Perth to the Wheatbelt received the funding through Western Power's annual Bushfire 

Volunteers Grants Program.  

The brigades operate within the area covered by the State's main electricity grid, the South 

West Interconnected System (SWIS).  

 òDedicated volunteers work tirelessly to protect our community from the devastating 

effects of bushfires ó, said Energy and Decarbonisation Minister Amber -Jade Sanderson . 

òThis grants program highlights the Cook Government's continued commitment to 

supporting regional communities throughout the SWIS. ó 

The grants recognise the critical role volunteer bushfire brigades play in protecting 

communities and the environment.  

Brigades use the money to buy equipment and fund training to improve their firefighting 

skills. 

Western Power has awarded over $800,000 in funding to volunteer bushfire brigades under 

the program.  

The program is administered by Western Power, with support from Bushfire Volunteers.

collaborate with Western Power once again to deliver grant funding to both the association 

and its incredible member brigades. ó 

 NEW CHOPPER FLEET ON THE FRONTLINE FIGHTING POWER OUTAGES 
Department of Primary Industries and Regional Development  

Western Power's emergency response capabilities have been bolstered with the Cook 

Government contracting a fleet of six helicopters to support the rapid restoration of power 

for homes and businesses throughout Western Australia.  

The helicopters ð which are owned and operated by local business Corsaire Aviation ð will 

launch from Jandakot and Geraldton and undertake aerial patrols, which are an efficient 

way of identifying faults along WA õs main electricity network and reducing the duration of 

power outages.  

This is significant, given Western Power operates and maintains one of the world õs largest 

and most isolated electricity networks, which is frequently exposed to extreme weather 

events.  
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Emergency aerial fleets have previously been 

successfully used during emergencies, with up 

to four helicopters deployed per day late last 

year to patrol regional powerlines damaged 

by storms and bushfires.  

Corsaireõs fleet will also assist in the general 

operation and maintenance of Western 

Power's network, as well as the transport of 

personnel and equipment when required.  

[Western Power has a network area of 

255,000km to cover. Their maintenance 

schedule this month includes distribution 

insulator treatment  throughout the Shire of 

Wagin, transmission line washing north of 

Highbury and transmission line inspections 

much farther north.]  

The Cook Government invests about $1 billion 

annually in upgrading and maintaining Western Power's network and is currently expanding 

its capacity through the Clean Energy Link Program.  

 GRANTS INCREASE WA SHEEP INDUSTRY SUPPLY CHAIN CAPACITY 
WA Government  

The first round of the Supply Chain Capacity Program grants, valued at $20 million, are set 

to flow to Western Australian sheep producers and processors to bolster capital investment 

and build productivity.  

The program forms part of the Australian Government's $139.8 million Sheep Industry 

Transition Assistance Package, which is designed to assist as businesses adjust to the phase 

out of live sheep exports by sea.  

The Round 1 grants have been awarded to 40 producers to support investment into on -

farm finishing systems and to five processors for capacity building, including lairage 

upgrades, cold storage enhancements, and abattoir expansion.  

The successful projects span the Wheatbelt, South West, Great Southern, and Esperance -

Goldfields regions.  

Producer projects include strengthening production capacity and improving market 

readiness with new and upgraded feedlots, paddock finishing infrastructure, and other 

improvements designed to enhance supply chain reliability, strengthen flexibility, and 

support more consistent livestock supply to processors across the State.  

The program, administered by the Rural Business Development Corporation on behalf of 

the Australian Government, aims to increase onshore processing supply chain capacity, 

efficiency, and productivity in Western Australia.  

A second round of grants are open from  27th February  to 24 th April  2026. More 

information about the program is available via this QR code.
